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This study focuses on Charlotte Bronte’s achievement in portraying the passions, feelings, and aspirations of women in a fictional form, highly estimated and regarded as the foundation of feminist novel. Her four novels express and embody the struggle of women in a society and culture dominated by masculine traditions. Works written by women are seen as embodying the experiences of minority culture.

After Charlotte, women’s autobiographies, diaries, letters, and journals became favored genres. She led the rebellion against the masculinized culture and succeeded in conveying her vision and philosophy in the depiction of her heroine’s life. Charlotte is justly regarded as the founder of feminist novel.
