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Imagery And Structure Of The Hutheil Poem

Abistract

This study seeks to explore the elements of crealing imagery by the poet of the ancient
Hutheil tribe, according to a set of sensony and emotional persiption.The study also attempts
to identify the relationships of similarities, contrast and opposition found in the structure of
the poem. Another purpose of this study is to illuminate the linguistic features the poet
employs and to what extent there features are connected to the poets social life, mychological
state and living conditions. With the aim of knowing the areas of agreement and
disagreement between the themes and the kind of ligurative language available hn the
mutawalat "prolonged" poems.

To achieve this tangle the study has decided on two examples in Hutheil poetry- the woman
and the deserted camping- site of the poets loved ones- to examine the relationship of the
poetic self with the overall subject matter of the poem, and the relationship of each single
subject with the other subjects. This is due to the presence of an external relationship that lies
in poets vision of what can be conceived conscioualy  or unconscioualy, and an internal
relationship that shows how far the contents of the poem harmonise with its
linguistic qualities. This study also aims at making the two examples of the woman and the
deserted camping- site of the beloved two basic measurements and which the poems
framework is built, which can be done by comparing each example with other four
examples, having the same theme and taken from four different poems other huthaila poets to
determine the areas of similarities and differences between them in order to reach a
judgement on how the huthail poets structure their poems particulary, in their long norrative
poems with their multiple interests and diverse events.
