Abstract
The aim of this study is to describe amplitudes of fricative noise for voiced and voiceless coronal fricatives produced by two Jordanian adult speakers (a normal Jordanian Arabic-speaking adult and another adult receiving dental treatment.)
Subjects included one normal control speaker and one adult who has been wearing a complete lower and upper dentures for 10 years (DI), a further second set (D3) of upper anterior teethe were set 8mm from incisive papillae, a third set (D4) of upper anterior teeth were set 10mm from incisive papillae, a fourth set (D4) of upper anterior teeth were set 8mm from incisive papillae and posterior teeth were set 12mm from palato-gingival vestige.
