Abstract

The object of this study is to investigate the kind of language used by the Jordanian student at a particular stage (the post-secondary) in the long process of his learning English.

The data used in this study was collected from 32 students of English at the University of Jordan in their final and first year of study. For the purpose of this study, the students were divided into two numerically equal groups. First year students will henceforth be referred to as group I and the fourth/ final year students will be referred to as group II. The subjects were picked at random from a number of randomly selected classes. Each group was shown a film in the language laboratory and the students were asked to record on tape an oral description of what they had seen (spoken monologue) as if they were telling a friend about it. They were given all the time they needed, so that their language should be as natural as possible. The recordings, which were of a sufficiently high quality, were typical examples of Jordanian English speech.
