Abstract
The structure of the Arabic noun phrase has not so far been described systematically. Most traditional grammarians are concerned with the notional definition of "nominal" sentences without reference to the components of the noun phrase in terms of its constituent elements. The present paper attempts to describe the Arabic noun phrase focus ing on pre- and post- noun head modifiers. Differences between the relative arrangement of elements in relation to the noun head in both Arabic and English noun phrases are stated.
