The graduate programs have also worked to raise the university’s research output, with many articles published from the master’s
degree thesis.

The total number of citations for the university’s research went up to 1087 at the end of 2020/21 academic year, compared to 431 in
2016/17. The cumulative number of citations at the university of Petra reached 6335 at the end of the year and the number of citations
increased rapidly in the last 10 years. The index on the university’s SCOPUS website rose to 37 by the end of the 2021/2022 academic
year while the index was 33 in 2020 and 28 in 2019. This is a positive sign of the positive improvement in the number of scientific
citations. In general, Petra University is moving steadily towards realizing its vision of becoming a productive incubator for scientists and
a model environment for learners.
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The Engineering Syndicate awarded the College the first prize for its innovative project, which aims to use and employ programming to
produce specialized computer applications capable of reducing the time and effort that civil engineers spend during their daily analytical
and structural design tasks. In addition, the university has received support from the European Union through the Bitcoin project to
support projects aimed at developing the skills of its staff.

The number of hands-on faculty research published in SCOPUS rose to 175 by the end of 2021- three times more than 2017. The
following figure illustrates the total number of research paper published over the past 25 years.

The research has revolved around a range of pharmaceutical topics, medicine, molecular biology, genetics, chemistry, engineering,
material science, mathematics, computer science, administrative sciences, social sciences and other fields.

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Many research laboratories have been setup at the university’s faculties which are equipped with the latest equipment. A center for
innovation and leadership has been established to attract students and creative faculty members to become pioneers in scientific
research. The center hosts innovative projects and works to develop these projects in the service of society and the labor market.
The university also has a business incubator that provides a range of services for pilot projects and to train students through various
programs to enable them to successfully introduce projects to the market.

The university has registered eight inventions in the past five years, and two new inven-tions were filed by the end of 2020. These
inventions are based on a range of high efficiency pharmaceutical products, the preparation of new cancer treatment compounds,
the use of stem cells in regenerative medicine and the tissue reproduction and the design of some devices to address the problem of

stuttering among other applications.

In addition , the Faculty of Pharmacy and Medical Sciences, through the center of pharmacological studies and its distinguished
research staff have delivered distinctive research services to the pharmaceutical sector in the Hashemite Kingdom of Jordan. The
Center of Pharmacological Studies received the Prince Hasan bin Talal excellence award in 2021. The United Nations, the Knights of
Peace Foundation and the British Cultural Council have also awarded some faculty members of the faculty of Pharmacy prizes for their
national and international efforts to combat the Corona Virus outbreak. The American Chamber of Commerce has funded some faculty
research on post corona virus syndrome and the effectiveness of vaccines used to prevent it.

The Architecture and Design Faculty received support for a range of its creative projects from donors such as Newton-Khalidi in the
United Kingdom n 2020-2021.

These creative projects aimed at finding a new methodology to understand and analyze the Architecture and space design of museums
to link development with local heritage and the marketing of tourist handicrafts. Media students received a number of outstanding
awards for their creative projects in designing a set of films that deal with social issues related to the obstacles phased by illiterate
people. They also shed light on the history of a number of journalists who lost their lives while covering events in wars and highlighting

the Arab identity and culture.

The
number of published research in international, regional and local journal has significantly increased meanwhile the number of registered
and filed inventions has increased. The university has been granted many innovative projects awards carried out by faculty members
and students. These achievements have been attributed to the university’s policies of giving incentives and generous expenditure on

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exchange experiences in the field of education and research. One of these agreements is an agreement between Petra University and
Luis University in Italy to provide a number of grants to students of the Faculty of Administrative and Financial Sciences, covering study
expenses for three years, including Jordanian students in Italy who can spend a year of study which is paid for. To meet its electricity
needs, the university relies on a 1.5 megawatt solar energy project.

Creative Environment and Entrepreneurship

The development of nations is the result of the use of scientific research to create a new product that will help raise the standards
of living of mankind, or the inventions of new tools that will help to develop production. Both processes contribute to building the
economy by which citizens aspire to achieve a high standard of living. To achieve these goals ministries, factories, and universities were
established: ministries develop economic policies and legislation to ensure that the rights of both consumers and the business sector
are protected. The main task of universities is to provide an advanced level of higher education, as well as scientific research that helps
society’s progress. Researchers can present pioneering ideas, theories and scientific models that can be used in scientific inventions
and can be marketed to companies and factories to produce new advanced products and services. In this context, educational and
research institutions develop the means to communicate with industry so that universities adopt the overall aim to transfer research from
the desk drawers to an industrial product that enjoys the protection of intellectual property and registration to produce and market in local
and international markets. This is in addition to supporting creators and leaders to facilitate performing their tasks in a move towards the
realization of ideas in the form of a product or service, as well as providing support and training for the establishment of new companies.

The University of Petra several years ago took the first step to establish a number of administrative units to provide the necessary
service to support innovators and pioneers such as the office of external financing for research projects which aim to establish the
link between university researches and institutions to implement a market-based research and to find the external funding required for
implementation. The Innovation and Entrepreneurship Center aims to assist talented faculty members and university students who have
developed ideas for pilot projects offering products and services that compete with their local and regional market counterparts, and the
Business Incubator to provide numerous services to entrepreneurs and newly established companies such as training, library services,
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The University of Petra prides itself to be the first university among all Jordanian universities to have obtained the Quality Assurance
Certificate for higher education. In addition, the University of Petra has obtained the ASIC Accreditation Award. It has started its march
towards obtaining a quality assurance certificate at the college level namely, the College of Pharmacy and Medical Sciences. The
university is proud to have obtained the American Accreditation (ABET) in two IT specializations of Information Technology namely,
Computer Information Systems and Computer Science. Obtaining the American Accreditation System is in itself good evidence on the
quality of the graduates of such fields of specialization as they are equally comparable with their American Universities’ graduates.
The department of English Language and Literature has also obtained the British Certificate of Accreditation (ASIC), the first of its kind
among all departments of Jordanian Universities. The Chemistry department has obtained the German-European Accreditation (ASIIN),
the first Jordanian University to have obtained this type of accreditation.

The university has consolidated its achievements along with the College of Pharmacy and Medical Sciences which has obtained the
American Certificate of Accreditation (ACPE), the first private Jordanian university to have obtained this certificate. Furthermore, the
College of Pharmacy and Medical Sciences added to its record of achievement the university award of Prince Hasan bin Talal for
Scientific Excellence; thus, it is being ranked in second place with the University of Jordan through the project of Oral Insulin.

The university administration and staff are committed to providing a high-quality learning environment by adopting the most up-to-
date teaching methods; thus, enabling it to have a great reputation at the local and regional levels. The university offers 38 Bachelor’s
degree programs specializations and 5 Master’s degree programs in 8 colleges. As part of its mission to promote scientific research as
a strategy for excellence in order to encourage faculty members to perform their duties well and perform innovative teaching practices,
the university presents every year the Award of Distinguished Research and the Award for the Distinguished Teacher. This serves as an
incentive for faculty members to develop their teaching skills. In addition, the university offers financial incentives for the dissemination
of scientific research. At another level, Petra University has signed agreements with several universities and reputable international
research institutions in order to keep pace with the developments in the field of science and technology. This will enable the university to
