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3.7 Hepatocyte cell isolation and culture 

3.7.1 Effect of GlcN on PRN metabolism  

Interestingly, dose dependent increase in PRN was only significant at 200 

mM of post incubation (p<0.001). The maximum value for PRN with GlcN at 60 min 

was 6728 ± 143 ng/ml, whereas PRN with 40 mM GlcN gave the lowest value of 

6011 ± 99 ng/ml at 30 min (Figure 3.24).
