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This course provides an overview of current trends in Decision support systems.
This mainly includes DSS methodology and also covers Rapid DSS application,
Management support systems and other techniques.
The course introduces students to the software systems that coordinate data,
modeling, algorithms and user-friendly interfacing to create an environment for
automated or interactive decision making.

To recognize the role of Decision (and other Management) Support
Systems and their potential for assisting in organizational and individual
decision making.

2. To identify potential effects of cognitive biases, which affect individual
decision makers, and groupthink, which affects groups of decision
makers.

3. To identify the types of problems that may be addressed effectively
through the use of Decision Support Systems and Intelligent Systems.

4. Be familiar with the characteristics of Group Decision Support Systems
(and other groupware) and how these systems may be applied to group
tasks.

5. Develop Decision Support Systems using Excel and VBA.
