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Photoblog hosting
Buzznet (www.buzznet.com): Buzznet is a
social network for photographers that lets users
share photos online. Use Buzznet to host photo-
blogs with comments, moblogging, different blog
designs, and RSS feeds. Free accounts have
fewer uploads than paid accounts.

Expressions (www.my-expressions.com):
Expressions calls itself a “visual blogging system”
and offers versions in several languages, online
photo editing tools, and a blog template builder.
Accounts start at $3 after a 30-day free trial.

Flickr (www.flickr.com): Flickr, shown in the
following figure, is an online photo management
and sharing service with some great built-in
support for bloggers, including moblogging,
captions, and RSS feeds. It’s also a community-
based service designed to connect photogra-
phers. Free accounts get you started; paid
accounts get more space and other features.

Fotolog (www.fotolog.net): Fotolog is a free
online photoblogging tool. You’re limited to one
photo upload per day using the Fotolog site or
moblogging. The blog pages have some cus-
tomization preferences, and visitors can post to
a guestbook.

Fotopages (www.fotopages.com): A free ser-
vice, the Fotopages photoblog services allows
moblogging, text entries, captions, comments,
and a blogroll.

Fotothing (www.fotothing.com): Fotothing
is a free photoblog service offering comments,
captions, and RSS.

Ploggle (www.ploggle.com): Ploggle hosts
photo and video files online and lets you moblog
or post from your computer. It includes captions,
some photo editing tools, some page design pref-
erences, and many other features. Start with a
free account, and get extra space and features
by paying an annual fee.
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
